Jesus is the king in heaven and his story is 
spreading thorughout the world.
Lemon juice/milk, iron/lamp, blank paper, cotton bud, pencils

Hidden message

On the blank piece of paper write in either milk or lemon juice using the cotton 
bud.  The hidden message is ‘Jesus is the king in heaven’.  Heat the paper with 
either an iron or near a lamp to read the message.
Parents either do this beforehand or do together with the kids at the start, then 
let it dry, and then heat the paper to find the message at the end.

‘After his suffering and death, [Jesus] appeared to [the apostles]. In many ways he 
proved that he was alive. He appeared to them over a period of 40 days. During that 
time he spoke about God’s kingdom.’

What did Jesus do after he died and rose again?

Jesus said to them: ‘...But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you. 
Then you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem. You will be my witnesses in all Judea and 
Samaria. And you will be my witnesses from one end of the earth to the other.”   
After Jesus said this, he was taken up to heaven. They watched until a cloud hid him 
from their sight.

What job did Jesus give the apostles?

What happened when Jesus finished speaking?

What do you imagine Jesus is doing in heaven now?

How can we know Jesus is king even if we can’t see him?

•	 Talk about who first shared the gospel with you.  Thank God that the true 
story of king Jesus has spread to us, all the way here in Rockhampton.

•	 Ask God to help you remember that Jesus is the king in heaven (even though 
we can’t see him)

•	 Pray for 1 person each who you’d like to share Jesus’ true story with.
